Down syndrome through our eyes,and related Achivements.

Down syndrome is a genetic condition that
has been attached with social stigma for a very
long time. Individuals with Down syndrome have
one extra chromosome 21, because of which they
face certain challenges, such as delayed
development, intellectual impairment, low muscle
tone, low immunity and higher incidence of heart
problem.

The Department of Zoology, BMT and Human
Genetics has been organizing interactive events
to create awareness on Down syndrome. These
occasions act as a platform for parents, experts,
students and society to intermingle and grasp the
depth of their situation.

On April 1%, 2016, the Department, staff and
the students of School of Sciences, Gujarat
University celebrated World Down Syndrome Day
by bringing together affected children and their
parents. They were proactive in their participation
and were given an opportunity to showcase their
talents in the fields of music, dance and art. This
gave each one of them a sense of accomplishment

and normalcy, while the parents smiled and
laughed in their proud moment with their eyes
glistening with tears of joy.

After the initial meetings, another was
conducted on 24.04.2016 to discuss the
implementation of the proposed "Pilot Study on
early intervention on Down syndrome" at the
Department of Zoology, BMT & Human Genetics,
Guijarat University, Ahmedabad. The meeting was
attended by Dr. R J Verma (Head, Dept. of
Zoology), Dr Nina Vaidya (Pediatrician, Navsari),
Dr Neha Mehta (Pediatric, Physiotherapist), Dr
Vaishali Hydrabadi, Dr Divya Chandel (Dept. of
Zoology)and Dr Gaurang Sindhav (Dept. of
Zoology). This meeting was followed by another
on 15.05.16 where Dr Madhvi Joshi (Sector
specialist GSBTM), Dr Bhaskar Vyas (Ashish
Pathalogy), Dr Udaya Kotecha (Pediatrician) had
also attended to discuss the fine prints of early
intervention in Down syndrome. After many such
meetings a plan is being designed on Early
Intervention in Down syndrome.
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A meeting was organized on August 6", 2016
by the Down Syndrome Welfare Club to discuss
the responsibilities and agenda of the Down
syndrome cell at the Department. Two meetings
were held on September 10" & 11", 2016,
wherein 10-15 families participated and the concept
of Down Syndrome Welfare Club was discussed.

On October 16", 2016, a get together was
organized where people from far off places such
as Gandhidham, Vadodara also participated. Dr
Nina Vaidya (a pediatrician and a parent from
Navasari) gave a talk to the parents and
grandparents which was followed by a question
and answer session. Various health and family
issues were addressed. Grandparents were
encouraged to participate and counseled to
empower their families.

As normal schools are reluctant in enrolling
these kids, the issue of schooling was of prime
importance. Various options were discussed to
come up with a solution. A group was created
soon after so that the parents could get guidance
from the experts.

Ateam from Chennai comprising of Dr. Rekha
Ramachandran (President of Down Syndrome
Federation of India), Mrs. Sandhya Krishnamurthy
(Parent, special educator and counselor, special
Olympics), Mrs. Hemamalini (Psychologist and
special educator), and Mrs. Shrilakshmi(
Physiotherapist), visited Ahmedabad and conducted
a two day workshop in collaboration with the Down
Syndrome Welfare Club and Department of Zoology
on November 11" and 12%, 2016. Dr. Krati Shah
(Clinical Geneticist, Vadodara) and Dr. Neha Mehta
(Pediatric physiotherapist) were also part of this
expert team and evaluated and counseled a total
of 41 families. Parents were individually counseled;
each child was assessed and given a plan for the
next few months. Corrective measures, exercises,
tip and guidance was provided for each child,
ranging in age from a few months to 21 years. An

open session was held where Dr Sonal Doctor, a
speech therapist from B.M. Institute of Mental
health, Ahmedabad and Dr Rekha Ramachandran
addressed parents’ queries and motivated them to
speak up strongly for their rights.

After the overwhelming response for this
workshop, another meeting was organized on
November 26", 2016. The main agenda was
physiotherapy consultation, therapy scheduling,
counseling and brainstorming for spreading
awareness. Dr. Dolly Anadkat (Motivational speaker
and life coach) gave a talk on Stress management
while Dr. Neha Mehta spoke about the dos and
don’ts of physiotherapy.

Persistent efforts from the Department resulted
in the organization of another event in order to
expand the consciousness around Down syndrome.
This seminar was organized on December 11,
2016 and aimed at imparting legal knowledge to all
parents with affected children. Around 30 families
had attended the seminar in which the chief
speaker, Mr. Niranjan Kumar Jain (Social worker
since the year 2000), addressed the Central and
State government schemes for healthcare and
education with reference to persons with intellectual
challenges. The main topic of the event was the
social and economic justice that children with
special needs are entitled to. These were explained
in detail to the parents for them to claim their rights.
They were also given an opportunity to discuss any
doubts or queries that they harbored.

The student volunteers of the Department
benefitted greatly from these events. This gave
them an opportunity to sensitize themselves and
work together as a team. Their successful efforts
resulted in a memorable journey. The parents and
family members are seen smiling as they walk out
of the room with their hearts filled with joy after
such sessions and programs. It is heartwarming
to see the lit up faces of the children and their
