Report of the Committee for the Triennia! Inspection of Sheth Damodardas
School of Commerce, Ahmedabad

We were appointed as a 2-member Committee by the Gujarat University
(Vide : letter No. 72527/1985 dated 11-2-1985 from the Registrar) for the above
purpose, As a result of the violent disturbed conditions and their aftermath owur
visit to ths School had to be postponed to 2nd September, 1985,

We were supplied with all required information by the Director of the School,
with whom the important issues were discussed. We also had a conference with
the Teaching Faculty on academic matters. We have decided to present an
‘ unconventional’ Report as follows tc make it functional in Character :

(i) Teaching : The School has been offering the subjects in the Master's
Programme in terms of the Teaching Faculty complement available. The latter needs
to be strengthened.

(#1) Teaching—cum—Research : The M, Phil. Programme seems to have made
a good beginning It need expansion and strengthening on an equitable basis.

(iii) The Ph,D, Programme his mide only a staccato advance. Registrations
must be followed up regularly for early completion of studies by the candidates.
Supervisions only in name-for years—by recognised Guides must be discouraged.

(iv) 2 Individual Research : The output, on the whole, canunot be considered
satisfactory. Yes, there have been a couple of exceptions. But, it is expected of
University Post-graduate Teaching Faculty to spend more time and energies on
doing utilitarian-pure or empirical-research and on contributing original publications-
papers, Articles, Reports, etc.—for the benefit (/) of intensified & updated teaching,
and (i) of the society,

We found that (a) the Jack of infra-structural facilities, and () man-made
pre-audit hurdles were the chief culprits.
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The School administration must provide for the type-writing and cyclostyling
services for Research Correspondence, Questionnares, Papers, Articles, Repoqts, ete.,
of the Teaching Faculty, fiec of cost Where any rescarch project, kas a budge:
provision for the purpose, the expenses may certainly bt debited to it at pre-
determined rates. In all cases, a strict priority for the type-writing & cyciostyling
work should be planned in an objective manner. Similarly, the School office should
render the dispatch and other services to the researchers.

Again, while a distribution of the short-term research grants among & large
number of Dzpartments and teachers from the limited U.G.C. Funds available to
the University will always need the putting of a ceiling per Project, a flexibility in
terms of the needs of particular proiects should be in-built even in an overail
rationalisation. Also, once & grant is sanctioned, the need for the pre-sanction by
university accounts & pre-audit section every time must be dispensed with to
avoid unnecessary wastage of time & encrgies of the rescarchers, and the crippling
delays in their work. ( For this, standard guidelines be fixed up, and accountability
for * Vouching ’ bz laid on the shoulders of the concerned * Spenders '), This is
the only way out to reduce the dismotivating overrigidity creating lide—staff > conflicts.

(v) The Faculty should be encouraged to submit * costlier’ andjor long
terin Research Projects to the U, G. C. for sanction under its General & Special
Programmes.

( vi) The Director & Faculty <hould, callectively, work out Perspestive &
Anpual Research Plams for equitable and optimal utilisation of the teaching Faculty
Resources. The constraints of the numbzr of post, filled, the areas/subjects of
specialisation, the teaching workload, the BMIS personality ( degree of self-acualisa-
tion), etc. and the long-term organisational growth design should be taken Into
account.

A Research Operational Group ( Consisting of all faculty } . Members should
be constituted for the purpose of continuous monitoring axd updating of the
plans and their execution.

( vii) Paper and Syllabii : It is alsy necessary to have some scrious and
urgent rethinking about the subjects, papers and their course contents taught at
the school, The s:hool is fund teaching the courss:s traditionallv, The co-existing
PG Centres in the affiliated colleges, the vested interests of the part-timers and of
authors of mass-selling books-if not guides, the dichotomy between university and
college teachers, and some ctlLer unacademic external factors have been rcsponsible for
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the obsolescence of subjects ond courses at M.Com. level in the university for
changes are difficur to make in the respective Board of studies because of absolute
minority therein of the university school faculty. The situation may have to be
accepted in any democratic set=up with a majority rule. However, the university
school should be made to serve as a Model and Pioneer to set the pace of an
upward academic growth-spire. For this a practicaly way out wou!d be that of
gianting an autonomy-call it, discretion—to the school faculty for drawing up

_their courses in each paper in April each year for their operation from next June,

as a permanent feature. This will enable each teacher to be uplodate in one's
subjects area and bring in latest topics and references to recent literature. There
should not be any problem in drawing examination question papers related to them,
even if it means a degarture from the conventional system of setting a uniform
paper for all candidates appearing at the M.Com. Examination of the University,

( viii ) The Present Limited Faculty Resources : Have resulted in two ill-
effects : (1) the general norm of student teacher ratio is rerely adhered to
(2) A teacher has to teach more than two papers, which hardly permits him 1o
increase his depth and width in his specialisation area. This hand-to-mouth

existence must be remedied.

( ix) Future Requirements :

(@) Multiple Departmentation : All the above will not at all be possible
with the present limited teaching and office staff-complement. The Ph.D.,M.Phil.
and M.Com. Degree programmes as well as the multiple individual researches to
be carried out by the Faculty need a restructuring of the academic
organisation of the school, which must be a multi-Departmental one, consisting
of (a) Business Entrepreneurship & Organisation. (&) Financial Manage-
ment, {(¢) Accountancy, (&) Personnel Management & Organsational Behavi-
our, (e ) Distribution & Marketing Management, (f) Preduction Management
& O. R, (g) Economic Policy, (h) Research Methodology, (i)} Communt-
cation & M.I 8., and other subjet-areawise groupings and a separate care staffing
of each. Then only can Faculty specialisation-in terms of depth & width of
knowledge, competent teaching & research, and innovation and change be expected.
The present patchwork must go In other words, the obsolcee concept of cluster-
ing of all branches under the name of commerce school with a few tesching
posts and multiple subjects must end. The school & the university may well take
this up for its Seventh Plan proposals. The only can the research potential ol the
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present Younger teachin Faculty can be used for optimal results bsth for the
organisation and the individuals conerned.

(b) Library : The present library facilities are inadequate to serve the
needs of teaching and research in multiple areas, It is necessary that the budget
is at least doubled to enrich it with latest puplications, journals, bound volumes
of back issues of professional jourmals, manuscripts, monographs, published and
unpublished Ph.D. Theses, disserations, microfilms, management cassettes, scrip
films etc, This could be combined with the creation of a Business Lab.

( ¢) Building Facilities : These should be concomitant to the needs for
class-rooms, seminar-rooms, Business Lab, library and reading rooms, teachers’
cabins, office space, common rooms, etc,,

( d ) Furniture, equipmant, mechanical aids, business machines, etc., should
be provided as per the needs of teaching, training and researches.

( ¢) Advisory committee : The composition, scope and functions of the
Advisory committee for the school nced to be enlarged Management experts &
Practitioners as well as semior students and researchers may be inducted. It should
be made to function as an overall planning, co-ordinating and supervising commi-
ttee assisting the Director of the school in a contiuning manner with its eyes on
long term goals and objectives as well as major policy decisions and development
programmes. It is then only that a continuous academic escalation will be ensured.
( we feel constrained to state that most of the constructive suggestions we have
had the occasion to make as Trieanial Inspection committee of the school last
time have not received dus consideration from the powers that be. Hence, in
addition to the other suggestions we have made in this Report, we have thoucht
it fit to make this last one So that the permancnt Advisory committee can under-
take a regular and continving review and followup of the implementation of
the current dccisions and development programmes. No formal adhoc Trienpial
Inspection committee can serve any purpose except a constitutional compliance.
