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Guiding Principles:
Degrees should be speaified 1 generic terms and their nomenclateres should be such 1hat are penerally recognised, globally
acknowledzed and widely accepted and are indicative ofthe level of the degrecs and the broad subject/ discipline/ knowledge
area universities/institutions, in corricular innovation, shall have the freedom to indicate uniguensss/ specialisalivn i
parentheses against the specificd generic degress.
Universitiesfinstitutions may introduce Integrated and Dual Degree Programmes, judiciously and with caution. A dual degree
programme combines more than one subject; mostiy in a horizontal spread, whereas an Integrated Programme is progressive
and cumulative. The academic philosophy/rationale behind offering such inlegrated programmes should not be for
sconomising on course requirements or award of double degrees in a fast track; on the contrary, an integrated approach
should involve a verticalinter-disciplinary discourse. A dual degree should aim for a better comprehension of the related
subjects of study from a molt-dimensional perspective. This would necessarily eatai] an equal, if not more, course duration
and a newer approach of curricular ansaction and additional intersctive courses. Thus an Inegrated/Dual Degree
Programme combining bwo or more disciplines shall be permissible only if thers §s no compromise on any of the course
reguirements, viz. duration, number of papers and intensity of courses, teaching/leaming bours, credits, ele. Inteprated and
Dual Degree Programmes are therefore, be introduced by (he universitics/ institutions subject 1o the following canditions:
a} The Integrated/Dual Degree Programmes must not dilute the standards as preseribed under the Regulations
made by the UGC and other Stanutory authonties concered in tems of syllabi, programme duration and
examinalion reguirements. .
by If the Integrated/Dual Degree Programmes intend lo offer two separate degrees with an option for an internim
“exit or lateral entry, the duration of the [ntegrated/Duzl Degree Programme must not be less thaa the duration
equal to the sum total of the prescribed dwation of the two degrees that are being combined in the
Integrated/Dual Degree Prograrnme. Provided ihat all such programmes would carry the nomenclature of
“Integrated/Dual Degree {name of the first degree) - (name of the final degree)”. Provided further that both the
degrees awarded under the Integrated/Dual Degree programme shall be indi wvidually and separatcly recognised
ay equivalent o comesponding degrees and not as one single integrated degree.
¢} If the Integrated Programme intends to offer a single degree without permission to exit and lateral entry, the
programing duration may be relaxed by not more than 20% of the sum toral of the presenbed duration of the
two degrees that are being combined to make the single Iniegrated degree.

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Boards of Studies constituted of the subjects comprising under
science facully, for which she is having no authority. The Gujerat
University Act does not contemplate such a provision under which
any of the Deans can pass such kind of order to the Registrar.
Whatever the issues she has raised in her so-called complaint (in fact
it is in order form) that are on the basis of only news reports
published in some Gujarati Daily News papers. In my opinion, the
news reports are never considered to be a reliable and legal source
of infarmation, on the basis of which a so-called complaint can be
made.

In my opinion; Statute 101 is applicable only in the case of ordinary
meetings of the Facuity/s and not in the case of Constitution of the
Boards of Studies of various subjects.

To constitute any authority or board laid down under the Section 15
of the Gujarat University Act, 1949 Hon'bis Vice Chancellor is
empowered {0 declare the date of election under Statute 138 and
139 of the Act, 1949 and accordingly the Registrar of the University
conducts all elections.as he is the responsible one for the same under
Statute 140.

So far as procedure of the constitution of the Boards of various
subjects are concerned, is to be done as same as procedure for
constitutions of ail the authorities listed under Section 15 of the Act,
1949, and hence Hon'ble Vice Chancellor had decided and declared
the dates of constitutions of Boards and accordingly the Registrar
had conducted the procedure of the same.

Therefore, in my opinion, Dean has no authorily to initiate a
