Section 2.

The Committee thinks that the objective of the complete and contiouous
Physico-Medical Survey of all the students in the University is not only treatment
of discase, removal of miedical and physical defects, correction of physical, orgapic or
nutritional deficiency and prescription of correct exercise and dijet necessary  for the
individual-student, but also to arrive at research data for the determination of normal
standards of stature and weight, of rates of growth, of physical fitness and of diet
for various ages of the male and female students of the University especially those
living 1o the hostels.

1. Chief Medical Officer.
2. Asstt. Medical Qfficer.
3. Directer of Physical Education Activities,
4., Two Coaches:

N. B:- A Lady Health Visitor for lady students should be appointed to work
under the control and direction of the Chief Medical Officer of the
University.
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Students” Welfare Committee shonld be appointed forthwith.

Two complete units, one under the direction and control of the Chief Medical
Officer to work for the Medical Examination and Health Service, and another for
various phases of Athletics, Games, Sports, etc. of the University students, should

be opened. Both the units are to work under the advice and supervision of the
Students’ Welfare Committee.

The Director of Physical Education Activities should chalk out an anpual
programme of activities, games, sports etc. and should prepare pians in this connection
in consultation with the Phbysical Instructors and Professors in charge of Games
and Sports of the affiliated Colleges and get these approved by the Students’
Welfare Committee, and then should see to it that these are duly executed by
each College.

The Coaches attached to the Athletics and Sports Department should supetrvise

and advise the carrying cut of the Annual Progranime of Sports made by each
College and coach up promising students in special activities.

Physical Education Activities and Physical Exercises should be made compulsory
throughout the University student's careers,

Every afliliated College should take immediate steps for conducting the Medical
Examipation of its students by a qualified Doctor, under the supervision and
direction of the Chief Medical Officer of the University, The University may give

appropriate grants to help the Medical Examination of the students of afiliated
Colleges and for the “following—up" work,

Full responsibility, however, for physical education activities would lie with the
Colleges themselves, the University helping the various colleges by appointing

qualified University staff to co-ordinate these activities, with a view to induce
the students to willingly partake in the building up of their bodies, in the long run,

Pamphlets relating to balanced diet and other lealth conditions should be
prepared and published by the University, so that the University students and

their guardians would be persuaded to co~operite with the University, in the
building up ot the physical health of the students.

Extra=Mural Lectures should be arcanged by the University with a view to drive

home the desirability of Physical Education Activities in relation to the health
of University students.

All students studying in the Colleges affiliated to this University should get the
same ration, both as regards quality and quantity, as the students in the Bombay

City get. Further, in view of the physical activities requiring more nourishment,
Government should be requested to give extrarations to all the Umversity students.
