Humanizing Digital Education
When it comes to online education, most discussions revolve around interaction, active
participation, motivation, and student engagement in virtual teaching and learning activities.
Online instructors share methods of adapting instructional strategies and techniques in their
course design and development to involve students in meaningful online learning experiences.
However, this conversation tends to overlook a core phenomenon that underscores the success
of such strategies and techniques: the delivery of the "human' element to digital instruction.
It is this learning community where students feel connected to their peers and also to their
instructor.
While online education is providing a critical service in these times, it does not seem a viable
option. A blend of offline-online learning can be considered the path for the future. This is
because the transition from brick-and-mortar schools to technology-based learning has its
challenges: Unequal access to devices and Internet connection; inadequate space at home to
do online schooling; teachers lacking the training in delivering online classes; customised
online content in short supply, and the impact of continuous online exposure on health. These
realities must be acknowledged. The transition from face-to-face to online removed the
opportunity to learn from each other and breaking into smaller groups or commenting on
each other’s writing was no substitute for the real thing. The college experience is truly about
